OVERVIEW 
Founded in 1740, the Township of Morris completely encircles Morristown.  Earlier in its history, the township was 
the location of large estates, some of which are still intact.  The original residences now serve other purposes, 
such as the Willows (historical farm) and Delbarton (catholic high school). With access provided by I-287, Route 
202 and the Route 24 Freeway and proximity to Morristown, the county seat, Morris Township is host to 
companies such as Mennen and Honeywell. County facilities include the Morris County Correctional Facility, 
Morris View, Mennen Arena, Lewis Morris Park, Loantaka Brook Reservation and Patriots Path.
